was born into the Krause
family. Joy Krause was the second
to the youngest child growing up
with 8 brothers and sisters. Power,
Montana is close to Great Falls,
but is known for its very good
farmland. Having a large family,
certainly helped with the farming
operation, and to this day, part of
the family is still there working the pelds.

Joy was baptized at Zion Lutheran Church
in Power and grew up faithfully attending the
church. Because Joy had a very special place in
her heart for children, when she graduated from
high school, she followed her dream to become an
elementary school teacher. At that time, school
teachersdidn’t need a bachelor’s degree to teach,
instead, they needed to attend “Normal School”
which prepared them for the job. Joy began
her teaching career in Kalispell, Montana. She
taught there a number of years and always had
fond memories of her prst teaching assignment.

One of Joy’s older sisters, Edna, had
moved from Montana to the Pacipc Northwest.
Joy decided to come out and visit her. When she
arrived in Portland, she made the decision to
continue her education and she enrolled in the
University of Oregon. She completed her degree
in education and came back to Portland where
she taught and molded young children for the rest
of her career. Joyds prst teaching position in the
Portland area was at Skyline Elementary school.
She didn’t have a car, so she rented a room in
a very large home in the area, and would take
the bus into town on weekends to be with Edna.
Skyline held a special place in her heart and she
was so saddened during the last year, when she
followed the news story of the child gone missing
from that school.

Joy and Edna were quite a team. Edna had
married, so through her husband, she was able to
introduce Joy to other young men. They hit the

jackpot when they introduced her
to Wendell Weintz. He was a tall
handsome young man, and before
they knew it, they were engaged
and planning their lives together.

Edna and her husband lived
in Eastmoreland, so they found
Immanuel and joined the church.
Joy and Wendell also moved into
the neighborhood and they joined
Immanuel as well. Joy loved living
close to her sister and her family and was a very
enthusiastic aunt to Edna’s daughters. She played
with her nieces and taught them very important
skills, such as how to blow bubbles with bubble
gum!

Joy continued to teach school, and she had a
number of children from Immanuel in her classes
over the years. At one point during the last few
years, Kathy Sherman Perry was talking about Joy
and how she knew she was always her “favorite”
student, but came to pnd out that there were
others who knew they were Joy’s “favorite”
student. Joy had a way of making every child
feel special!

In 1958, Joy and Wendell added their son,
Don, to their family. Joy was so happy to be a
mother and embraced the task. She took a hiatus
from teaching to be home with Don, but once he
entered school, Joy returned to the classroom.

Joy was active at Immanuel. Not surprisingly,
she was a Sunday School teacher. Joy loved
teaching children about Jesus and amazing them
with all the Bible stories. Wendell supported Joy
in all of her activities. Wendell too became very
active at Immanuel. He held many positions at the
church, including Sunday School superintendent.

Joy and Wendell were always supporting
the church whole-heartedly not only with their
words, but with their actions. Wendell was a
driving force behind the church’s decision to build
the fellowship hall, and Joy was instrumental in
forming Immanuel’s Preschool. They were pillars
of the congregation.

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Joy and Edna were very active in the Ladies
Aid. They both loved to bake, and many of us
looked forward to the Ladies Aid bake sales, so
we could buy some of their handiwork.

When both Joy and Edna lost their husbands,
they had each other to lean on. They always lived
close to each other, so they could be there for
each other. There were a number of sisters that
attended Immanuel, and about 10 years ago, the
church had a special “sisters recognition” event
to highlight all the things that these different
sisters had contributed to the church, of course,
Joy and Edna were there graciously accepting the
recognition, but having lots of fun during it!

In 2004, Edna died, which was quite a blow
to Joy. Luckily, she had her church family to
support her. Joy didn’t let the loss of her beloved
husband and sister, stop her work at the church.
She continued to faithfully attend and support the
church. When the church celebrated its 100th

anniversary, Joy made sure that the Ladies Aid’s
photo albums were up to date and displayed.

Many of us remember Joy as a very proper
stately woman who was always impeccably
dressed, but she had a fun and carefree side,
that some of us may not have known about. Joy
would go on trips with her niece and she loved
to visit casinos and always wanted to stay “just
a little bit longer.” Among her family, she was
always up for an adventure. Every other year,
she would make the trip back to Montana to visit
her family, and she never lacked for an adventure
during those trips.

On April 1, 2011, Joy didn’t wake up. She
slipped into her Lord’s arms. It happened so fast
and seemed so unexpected, but what a blessing it
was to her family, that she didn’t have to suffer.
Joy’s quiet presence will be truly missed, but she
left a wonderful legacy at Immanuel.
