The month of March marks the beginning of

spring. In the Roman calendar, upon which

our calendar is based, this month also
marks the beginning of the military season. I’'m
sure you can easily imagine that wars are much
easier to pght in the spring and summer than they
would be during the dead of winter. The English name for the month
of March comes, again, from the Roman month named Martius, or
the month of Mars the Bringer of War!

March even has a militaristic sound to it. Early in the twentieth
century, the most popular form of music was the march and it was
performed by bands all dressed in military uniforms. Frequently
these bands would walk through town playing their music; dare |
even suggest that they were marching. If we want to say we walked
casually, we might say that we strolled, but if we want to walk with
purpose we might say that we march.

This year we enter March with a purpose for Lent begins in
March. This is actually the latest Lent can ever be. | can’t tell you
when Lent will be this late again as it requires intricate math and
astronomy. Sufpce to say none of us will ever see Lent this late
again. So a March beginning to Lent adds a purpose to this month of
spring.

While itds
true that Lent begins at different times each year, the month of
March usually contains the bulk of Lent. Itls ptting because in this
month named after the Greek god of War, we go to war against
sin, death, and the devil! Lent isn’t just a time to give something
up because “that’s what we do around here.” Lent is a season of
repentance, a season devoted to returning to the Lord. This is often
quite the pght. Itis a pght because wedve gotten caught up in our
own lives, our own worries, and our own habits.

Most of us donét like pghts, we donét like the idea that thereds
somebody out there who doesn’t like us. But take heart, you aren’t
alone in this pght. At the end of Lent we see that while we have
been marching, God has been doing the pghting. Keep your heads
up and your eyes on our Lord Jesus as he wins the victory for us.

he season of Lent begins this year on Ash Wednesday, March 9.

Lent is the forty-day period before Easter, excluding Sundays. Lent originated

in the early days of the church as a preparatory time for Easter, when the
faithful rededicated themselves and when new believers were instructed in the faith
and prepared for baptism. Traditionally, baptism would take place on the Saturday before Easter.

Christ used a forty day period of prayer and fasting to prepare for his ministry, which culminated
in his death and resurrection. By observing the forty days of Lent, the individual Christian remembers
and identipes with Jesusé withdrawal into the wilderness and prepares for Holy Week including the
commemoration of the Last Supper, Good Friday and Resurrection or Easter Sunday.

Some Christians choose to fast during Lent or give something up to remind themselves of Jesus’
time of fasting and temptation in the wilderness. Others begin or increase spiritual disciplines such
as Bible study & memorization, prayer, and worship or take on special service projects, or other
spirit-enriching activities.

May the season of Lent help us grow in our understanding & appreciation of Jesusd sacripce for us
and the many gifts God provides to us each day.
