The national bird of America, as everybody 
knows, is the bald eagle. A majestic bird, 
a bird of power and grace, the eagle is a 

national favorite. Everybody loves this high ÿying 
symbol of power and we might even have a whole 
article dedicated to him around Independence 
Day. But the eagle isn’t the only bird that we 

considered. At one time Benjamin Franklin suggested the turkey as 
our national symbol.
	 Most of us are probably relieved that we didn’t ultimately end 
up as the turkey country. If we had to pick any turkey country, 
it would have to be Israel, whose population consumes the most 
turkey per capita. We’re pretty picky when it comes to choosing 
a national symbol. How choosy are we when it comes to picking a 
spiritual symbol?
	 The Holy Spirit has long been represented as a dove. In fact, 
God chose to show His Holy Spirit this way at the baptism of 
our Lord Jesus. For someone who inspires our faith, calls us by 
the gospel and enlightens us, you’d think a more powerful bird 
would be required. But we’re left with a dove. Doves aren’t the 
fastest bird, they aren’t the biggest bird and they aren’t even the 
prettiest bird. What they are, is a symbol of purity. But can they do 
anything else?
If the dove in question is the Holy Spirit, we’ll see He can do quite 
a bit more! The Hebrew word for the Holy Spirit, “ruach” can also 
mean breath but also storm. The Holy Spirit enters our hearts and 
our lives on His own terms and stirs, sometimes more than a light 
breath, sometimes the Holy Spirit works in our hearts like a gale. 
Where has God blown your heart and soul?
	 Thanksgiving, a time for those three all important F words: 
food, family, and football, should also be a time of faith. God has 
given us so many rich blessings and the breath of the Holy Spirit 
stirs up our thankfulness to God the Father, giver of every perfect 
gift. Let us be carried on the winds of thankfulness this season as 
we thank God for His gifts to us.
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As we enter our holiday season, I want to take this opportunity to thank all of you again for 
your endless support of our Social Ministries programs and assistance to those in need. Due 
to the tough economic conditions, we’ve had many challenges, but it has also given us many 

opportunities to share God’s love with others.
	 Not a week goes by that we don’t receive a request for assistance and I wanted to let you know 
that we have been able to help over 8 families (in our community, as well as some Immanuel family 
members) with rent, food and basic need assistance this year. I wish we could help everyone who 
calls on us, but please know that your generosity has truly been a Godsend for many during these 
times of need. Last Christmas we also helped 15 families with food boxes. 
	 Thanksgiving Service:  Once again, we will be having our Cornucopia table during this service. 
This is our big push to stuff our Care Cupboard with food for our annual Christmas Boxes. I am fully 
expecting more requests this year so the need will be great. All non-perishable items such as soups, 
vegetables, cereals, pastas/sauces, fruits, cake/frosting are greatly appreciated. 
	 The Thanksgiving offering will also be designated for Social Ministries so please give what you 
can.  These monies are used for further food purchases that are needed as well as the funding for 
the Social Ministries budget for next year’s assistance.
	 Christmas Food Boxes:  I will also be working with schools around Sellwood for food boxes and 

they will be delivered on December 17th If you know of someone in great need this year, 
please contact me directly as this helps me as I begin planning. This information is 
always conþdential.

	 Thank you again for all you do in supporting this very important ministry 
that God has entrusted to us!  The generosity of our Immanuel family is such a 

blessing to our community.
