What many of you might
not know is that Johnny Appleseed was actually a devout Christian.
While he believed quite a few things that we would rightly call incorrect,
he was a Christian.

As we begin autumn and we perhaps remember the return of school
for children, we can look forward to the start of Sunday School. This
is our chance to plant a different kind of seed. We have the chance to
plant the seeds of faith, which will grow to become a lifelong help and
support. And Sunday School isn’t just for children.

Daily hearing God’s word and listening for
His voice are vital to our spiritual health indeed our very lives.

You may hear me lapse from time to time and call Sunday morning
adult Bible class Sunday School. This is because we can all grow, we
can all learn, and we can all be drawn closer to our God. This fall, |
encourage you to help plant the seed of faith. | further exhort you to
foster the growth of those seeds, especially in yourselves!
